How to record precision
Where does it go?

1.  On the data table above the appropriate headings.  Make sure your data table has a title at the top!
2.  On the graph on the appropriate axis.  Make sure your graph has a title at the top!
How does one record precision?

1.  For a digital instrument it is +/- to the last decimal place.  For example:  2.45 seconds from a timer would be 2.45 s +/- .01 s.
2.  For non-digital measuring it is +/- the half way point between the lowest markings on the instrument.  The last recorded digit is considered an estimate.  If the lowest marking is 1mL, then the precision would be 21.0 mL +/- .5 mL.
A ruler is a special case. The precision if the ruler’s lowest markings are in mm, is +/- .1 cm or +/- 1 mm.

Why do we record precision?

1.  The IB rubrics ask for it to receive a complete for data collection and data processing.

2.  It informs the reader about uncertainties in the data.
